So please, Lion Presidents, make
sure that Convention appears regularly on the agenda to remind and encourage your Members to attend. New
Members and those who have never attended before will be made most welcome.

The Social Booking Forms will be sent out with the October MAIL DROP and will also be available for
downloading on the District Website www.lions105sw.org.uk . | realise that March may seem a long way off
but by getting the Booking Form out early it gives time to budget and spread the financial burden around
Christmas.

This year we have taken the Saturday Buffet lunch out of the package prices and this will now be available as an
extra costing £5.00 for two rolls and coffee. This must be pre-ordered on the Booking Form.

The main package arriving Friday 12" March will include:
Two nights accommodation with full English breakfast;
Party Night including buffet and entertainment, the theme is “Faeries and Fantasy”;
Business Sessions on Saturday;
DG’s Gala Dinner and Dance with dancing to “Alan Diamond”
Informal Session on Sunday 8" March

The cost for the main package will be £135.00 per person sharing a double room, this represents the best value
for money as the Hotel can offer a better deal for the whole package. There will be a single room supplement of
£17.50 per person per night and if you require a room with a sea view this will attract a supplement of £25.00 per
room per night as per last year. There will be other options detailed on the Booking Form for those who do not
wish to take advantage of the main package.

For anyone wishing to extend their stay either side of the weekend The Hotel have offered preferential rates of
£79 per room per night including breakfast, based on two sharing a double room. They have also offered
Sunday lunch at £12.95 per person. Both of these options must be booked direct with the Hotel.

We will be producing a DVD of photographs taken at Convention in a presentation cover but again please
pre-order on the Booking Form.

The Committeee have decided to introduce an outing for the Ladies/Partners visiting Mount Edgcumbe House
and then the scenic drive along Whitsand Cliffs in South East Cornwall to the Edinburgh Woollen Mill Outlet at
Trerulefoot. The cost will be £20.00. Please pre-book on the Booking Form “C” where there are more details.
