Here are a few pointers to ensure you have a successful and safe time this Christmas.

Al Santads are to be CRB checked, thi A re
Santa must have a chaperone with him while children are present

Likewise all those who are involved in collections should be CRB checked or be placed with someone who is (§RB
checked.

All persons taking part in collection should wear ID issued by the club.

All persons taking part in collecting should be listed by the club, wear Hivisibility jackets and carry a working
torch where appropriate.

The towing vehicle must be suitable for the task, with a current MOT certificate, valid insurance and a valid ta
disc.

The insurer of the towing vehicle should be advised that the vehicle will be used to tow a Santa Sleigh and fhat
any drivers are covered by the required insurance.

The Santa Sleigh (trailer) must be roadworthy with working lights and brakes where appropriate.

Care must be taken to ensure the trailer is securely attached to the towing vehicle and that the breakaway chaifg is
as short as reasonably practicable.

Items such as sweets may be given out of the trailer, but not thrown while the vehicle is in motion.

If you are to carry a passenger( i.e. Santa) you will need to clear it with your local Police Authority that this ig
acceptable to them and their interpretation of the Road Traffic Act

You must ensure there is sufficient safety consideration for the passengea seat or chair is securely fixedand
some form of safetybelt or grab rail fitted.

It may be prudent that on every occasion that a passenger is carried that the vehicle is not driven abovepaedof
15mph.

All monies collected at the end of the evening should be given to the Treasurer or deposited in a safe hgven
(overnight safe or bank safe) any person carrying substantial amounts of money should be accompanied to enfure
safety of the money and the courier.
