DISTRICT ALERT/EMERGENCY OFFICER  
 

Internationally there is a LIONS ALERT Programme with the Mission ïñTo provide Lions with a standardised structure and       

network to deliver needed services to people in emergency situationsò 
 

The new post of Alert/Emergency Officer in District 105 SW was instigated in response to the increasing number of occasions of 

flooding in towns and villages in the South Wôest. However there are many other Emergencies such as Snow, Fire, Power failure, 

Gas and Water leaks, etc.  Whilst the statutory Emergency Services, - Fire, Police, Ambulance, the Environment Agency and Local      

Authorities are well co-ordinated to assist using the expertise and equipment they have at their disposal when disasters occur, it is 

considered that the Lions organisation could provide some additional support, using local knowledge, in the communities We Serve. 
 

The AIM is to set up a pyramid of contacts cascading through Region and Zone Chairpersons down to designated members of Clubs, 

who can liaise locally with the Emergency Services network to provide some voluntary assistance to persons at risk within the Clubs 

own catchment area.  

The OBJECTIVES include:- 

1. To establish links with the ñEmergencyò Departments of County Councils, Unitary Councils and Local Authorities. 

2. To seek information from Clubs to identify the availability of expertise and equipment, and who would be responsible for   

 mobilisation. 
 

The Aim and Objectives assume that in principle Clubs are prepared to become involved, that they have access to, or are able to 

source from local contacts, resources such as generators, 4 x 4 vehicles, catering caravans, blankets, etc and members are prepared to 

assist in an emergency. A questionnaire was provided to all Clubs in October/November 2009, seeking details of commitment in an 

Emergency, but to date very few Clubs have responded. However, with the recent snowfalls creating extreme difficulties in many 

parts of this District it is hoped that Lions will automatically be assisting the vulnerable people, within their own neighbourhoods, 

who need supplies and support when not able to get out of their homes.

When the earthquake struck Lions from District A-9 Ontario, Canada were in the area establishing a clean water system for the Misson 

of Hope orphanage and having established a command post are helping by providing medical care and assistance around the clock.  In 

their first three hours of operation they tended 100 sick and injured.  Also in the area were Lions from 13-B, Ohio having just        

completed a screening and eyeglass distribution mission to 2,500 people.   Lions from within the neighbouring Dominican Republic 

are collecting goods as well as using LCIF funding to purchase relief supplies such as water, food, medicine and other essential needs 

which they will be driving across the border to distribute to the areas most affected.    As with past disasters, Lions worldwide are   

supporting LCIF relief efforts in Haiti and within the first 24 hours had pledged nearly US 250,000 to help.   
 

As well as the immediate relief we should be looking to assist the long term recovery in Haiti with the provision and equipment  

needed for schools, hospitals as well as homes.  It is highly likely that there will be a need to provide homes for orphans as well as 

old people left without relatives.
